1. JESUS WAS BETRAYED BY A CLOSE FRIEND
   A. JUDAS WAS NO STRANGER TO JESUS...(Matt. 10:2-4; John 13:1)
   B. BEING CLOSE TO JESUS IS NO GUARANTEE...
Judas reminds us that it is possible to be near Christ and associate with Him closely (but superficially) and yet become utterly hardened in sin

2. JESUS WAS BETRAYED BY A LOVER OF MONEY 
   A. MONEY WAS A PROBLEM FOR JUDAS...(John 12:4-6)
   B. MONEY CAN BE A PROBLEM FOR US...
Money was meant to be our servant. But when we depend on our servants too much they gradually become our masters, because we have surrendered to them our ability to run our own lives. Philip Slater, Wealth Addictions
3. JESUS WAS BETRAYED BY A SHOW OF AFFECTION
   A. JUDAS BETRAYED JESUS WITH A KISS...(Matt. 26:48-49)
   B. DISPLAYS OF AFFECTION DON'T ENSURE FAITHFULNESS...
Our emotions must come from faith, not faith coming from emotions

4. JESUS WAS BETRAYED BY A MISTAKEN DISCIPLE
A. JUDAS MISTOOK THE CONSEQUENCES OF HIS ACTION...(Matt. 27:1-5)
B. WE CAN BE GUILTY OF MISTAKEN JESUS
5. JESUS WAS BETRAYED BY AN OVERWROUGHT FOLLOWER
A. JUDAS REACTED TO HIS SIN THE WRONG WAY...(Matt. 27:3-5)
B. WE CAN REACT TO OUR SINS THE SAME WAY...
